If you drive at 65km per hour in a 60 zone you are twice as likely to have a crash*.

If you drive at 80km per hour in a 60 zone you are 32 times as likely to have a crash*.

Some General Safe Driving Practices
· Keep a Two second gap between you and the vehicle on front

· Listen to traffic reports ( always plan your Trip )

· When stopping make sure you can see the bottom of the tyres of the vehicle in front

· Obey speed limits, including those at Road works and around Schools
· Keep left except when Over taking or turning Right

· Be prepared in case of Breakdowns Carry a mobile phone, emergency numbers, as well as a torch with you at all times.
